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MEDICAL CONDITIONS AND FIRST AID
●
It is the responsibility of the participant or parent/guardian to inform the centre if they have any condition that may impact their ability to participate in a given programme. If such a condition would require medical approval for participation this should be provided as per the consent/declaration form.

●
The instructor must make him/herself aware of any medical condition or treatment currently being undertaken by participants which may affect them during the planned activity.  
Relevant information may be found by:

1. Reference to the ‘Parental Consent Form’ or ‘Adult Declaration Form’
2. Asking accompanying members of staff about their group

3. Asking the participants directly.
●
It is the responsibility of the instructor to keep him/herself current with best practice in first-aid and to hold a valid first aid certificate.

●
It is the responsibility of the instructor to ensure that a first-aid kit is immediately available during all activity sessions.

●
It is the responsibility of the instructor to ensure that an Near Miss/Accident Report Form is completed for any injury (minor or otherwise) sustained by any participant.  Completed Near Miss / Accident Report Forms should be placed in the main office. 
●
Instructors should endeavour to remind participants, just before leaving the Centre to go on activity, of the need to bring relevant medication e.g. inhaler. Students who have asthma indicated on the consent form must have an inhaler with them on activities.
●
If the instructor determines that a participant cannot safely participate due to a condition, illness or injury and withdraws the participant from the programme then they will be fully supported by the centre management
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
